As you know, school nurses work closely with school staff to keep school children healthy and safe. Over the past decade, recognition of the link between health and academic achievement has increased, with greater understanding that a child must be healthy to learn and a child must learn to be healthy. The Ohio Association of School Nurses (OASN) has worked to educate state lawmakers about the challenges in providing school health service programs. OASN has made presentations focusing on the need for skilled nursing care due to the increasing number of children’s chronic health conditions, School Nurse licensing requirements, support of body mass index (BMI) screening, and support of HB 143 for head Injury/ and concussion. Many districts have seen an increased number of children with complex and diverse health care needs attending school, and students who lack comprehensive health insurance coverage and/or primary health care providers are increasingly seeking school health resources.

In the spirit of maintaining this important dialogue with lawmakers, state legislators are being invited to visit with school nurses in their districts to experience first hand how indispensable the 21st century school nurse is to our education system. For example, school nurses are on the front line as a resource of current information, assessment of injury and illness both physical and psychological, prevention of the spread of disease, and advocate for child health services. Our hope is that legislators will seize this learning opportunity to discuss the health and safety issues that school nurses encounter and address in their daily practice.
